Det historiska urbana landskapet i regional kontext — Afrika

UNESCO Workshop on the application of the concept of the historic urban landscape in the African
context , 30 November — 3 December 2009, Zanzibar

Fyrtio deltagare fran tio ldnder och sex afrikanska virldsarvsstidder diskuterade pa Zanzibar vad
UNESCOs rekommendationer for historiska urbana landskap (HUL) skulle betyda i den afrikanska
regionens urbana utveckling. Workshopen var arrangerad av World Heritage Centre. Tidigare
regionala méten har varit i Israel (2006), Ryssland (2007) och Brasilien (2007). ICOMOS
representerades av Karel Blakker och Andrew Hall, bada fran Sydafrika. Jag var inbjuden av World
Heritage Centre och representerade dven ICCROM.

Trots stora regionala skillnader séder om Sahara enades deltagarna i att utmaningarna inom den
snabba urbana utvecklingen ir lika for alla. Debatten fokuserade pa att identifiera det som &r
gemensamt for att kunna utveckla ett anpassat forhallningssitt. Diskussionen kretsade kring
dynamiken mellan stad och land; den afrikanska “extended city” och att den stora betydelsen av
informella socio- ekonomiska processer mellan staden och dess omland stéller andra krav pa forstaelse
och forvaltning. Konceptet historiska urbana landskap sags framfor allt som ett verktyg for att
samordna verksamheter och stirka lokalsamhillets mojligheter att delta och paverka utvecklingen.

Zanzibars virldsarv Stone Town var en naturlig fallstudie och i rekommendationerna finns ett sarskilt
avsnitt som beror Stone Town. De finns att 1dsa i sin helhet pa http://whc.unesco.org. De regionala
rekommendationerna anvinds ocksa som underlag till revisionen av World Heritage Operational
Guidelines samt for en Action Plan for Cities in the African Region.

The Executive has had seven meetings during 2009 — 10 February, 3 March, 30 March, 2 June, 11
September, 2 November and 8 December. Apart from this a number of informal Bureau meetings have
taken place.

Members

By the end of December 2009 ICOMOS SWEDEN had 19 institutional members and 128 individual
members. One appointed Honorary Member of ICOMOS SWEDEN, and one appointed Honorary
Member of ICOMOS Paris, Birgitta Hoberg.

Publications

The Nyhetsbrev (Newsletter), which is mainly written in Swedish, has been published three times. The
first one, in February, contained, among other things, the Annual Report 2008 and other documents for
the Annual General Meeting and Annual Seminar 2009 and a report from the 2009 work with the
Swedish World Heritage. The second one, in October, contained, among other things, a report from
the Farms of Hilsingland World Heritage nomination process and a call for action on the threat against
the Stockholm City Library, designed by the World Heritage architect Gunnar Asplund . The
following number, in December, included for example reports from the ICOMOS conferences The
Vernacular and the Multicultural dialogue in Romania, May 19-24 and Unloved Modern in Australia,
July 8-12. The issue also contained documents from the successful ICOMOS Stockholm City Library
rescue operation.

Events

The Annual Seminar and the Annual General Meeting took place on the 12 of March 2009. The theme
for the seminar was the Helsinge gardar. The meeting was attended by over 30 people from different
professions engaged in monuments and sites. Lecturers were mainly Swedish experts involved in
monuments and sites and in architecture.



The activity on the International Day of Monuments and Sites the 18 April, was a visit to Tekniska
hogskolan in Stockholm. About 10 people attended.

3 December a seminar on Tourism? was organized at the Stockholm town museum, Stockholm. About
20 people attended.

Other activities and work
The Work Programme for ICOMOS SWEDEN 2009-201 1, which was adopted at the Annual General
Meeting in March 2009. Members of the Executive have been designated responsible for the various
tasks.
On the national level
— The number of membership activities and newsletters keeps up to and even exceeds the goal.
— The activity of the Swedish working groups has been good, on the whole, and a number of
smaller and larger events have taken place.
— A web page for ICOMOS SWEDEN — www.icomos.se was opened in 2004, and the e-mail
group list has been expanded and is now in use. However, a number of members have still not
joined the list.
— The work for the recruiting of new members from underrepresented groups and in key positions,
new Institutional Members and also Supporting Members has made progress, but here it is still
much to do.
— Unfortunately no major campaign to make ICOMOS Membership Card and its right of free
entrance better known at Swedish museums and places of visit has been undertaken; ICOMOS
Sweden are waiting for the outcome of the discussions in Paris about a common membership card
for ICOMOS and ICOM.
— To help increasing the participation of Swedish members in World Heritage missions and other
international missions there have been information to individual members.
— The information leaflet in Swedish on ICOMOS and ICOMOS SWEDEN has been finished.
— Some of the translations to Swedish of ICOMOS charters and other documents have been
published on the web page, while others are still on the way.
— The cooperation with other heritage associations in Sweden has developed, but more can be
done.

Letter in short to the authorities

- Bypass Stockholm and the world heritage “The Royal Domain Drottningholm”

The world heritage site the Royal Domain of Drottningholm is situated on an island and suffers from
growing through traffic from central Stockholm to several inhabited islands.

A new bypass motorway in the vicinity of the site is planned to reduce heavy traffic in the inner parts
of the city of Stockholm. It will pass through valuable cultural landscape but not through the World
Heritage site itself. It is meant to unload radial roads as the road through the Royal Domain. Still we
can’t take that for granted. ICOMOS Sweden therefore has acted towards the central road authorities
during the year to make them take special and strong measures to reduce the traffic and changing the
road into a smaller one. A disadvantage for us and for the world heritage site is the fact that the site is
not big enough to include the bypass. That should have given us a stronger position.

On the Nordic and Baltic level
— There was no Nordic ICOMOS meeting 2009. There was a small meeting in Malta.

On the international level
— We have worked for promoting taking better advantage of the World Heritage work within
ICOMOS activities as a whole.
— ICOMOS SWEDEN has for this period had liaison officers to all relevant International
Committees.
— Within the ICOMOS European Group there was a meeting in Wien, Ostrich, in which we did not
participated.



-4 October — 10 October 2009, Kerstin Westerlund and Anna-Gretha Eriksson participated in the
Advisory Committee meeting in Valetta, Malta.

— ICOMOS SWEDEN has also contributed to the Heritage at Risk project.
ICOMOS SWEDEN is cooperating with the Foundation for Cultural Heritage without Borders in its
work in Bosnia-Herzegovina and other parts of the world. ICOMOS SWEDEN is a founding member
of the Foundation and appoints two members on the executive board, Malin Myrin and Marie
Klingspor Rotstein. In addition, Birgitta Hoberg has been a member of the executive, but representing

the Swedish National Heritage Board.
